tion process in August of 2023.  During the 
renovations the library was able to move to a 
temporary location along 2nd Ave provided by 
Cenovus Energy.

Yellowhead County welcomed 
people to the Wildwood Community 
Hall on October 17, for the official 
unveiling of the community murals.  

From 4pm to 6pm people came 
and check out the finished piece, 
while also enjoying a free barbecue 
supper. Visitors could also enter 
draws, submit a name for the mural, 
and collect a free colouring book. 

 The community murals have been 
a work in progress since May of this 
year. Each one was painted with help 
from members of the community. 
Yellowhead County was present at 
different community events, or set 
up their own Paint Party events, so 
people of all ages could paint a part 
of the mural. It was achieved in a 
'paint by numbers' style where each 
participant could fill as many parts as 
they wanted. In total, over 300 
people from the various communi-
ties worked on the murals.  

There are eight murals that 
combine into one large picture. This 
event was the first and only time that 
all the pieces were displayed as a 
whole. "We wanted to show off the 
size and scope of this project so 
people can appreciate the murals 
before they go to their forever 
homes," said Maddison Sharman, 
H e r i t a g e  C o o r d i n a t o r  w i t h 
Yellowhead County.

The individual murals will be 
displayed in the different participat-
ing hamlets at the following loca-
tions: Wildwood's mural will be 
displayed on the Ag Complex, 
Evansburg's will be on the arena, and 
Niton's, Peers' Cadomin's, Robb's, 
Marlboro's, and Brule's will be on or 
near their community halls. 

Each piece commemorates the 
different hamlets throughout the 
county with details specific to that 
place. "The murals, showcasing the 
diversity, beauty, and resiliency of 
each community, were designed with 
suggestions from the public and 
Yellowhead County staff," added 
Sharman. 

Displays explaining the project 
and listing those who helped 

complete the murals will be set up in 
each location. The finished murals 
will be coated with a UV protective 
and anti graffiti coating, which will 
keep them colourful and detailed for 
at least the next 10 years. Detailed 
prints of the combined mural will be 
on display in the Yellowhead County 
offices in Edson and Wildwood.  

The mural is actually only the first 
step in a larger project called 'Rise 
Together: a story of Community and 
Resilience.' The project will focus on 
stories from the 2023 wildfire 
season, and all that the area went 
though in that time. The murals were 
the first part of the project completed 
due to their size and purpose.  "The 
murals are really the highlight of the 
project since it's celebrating all the 
great things about our communities. 
Not focusing on the negatives and 
not defined by tragedy —there's so 
much more here," said Sharman.

The project itself consists of seven 
parts. The other parts include a 
collection of extended oral histories 
from 25 different members of the 
community. These individuals all 
have dynamic stories from the 2023 
wildfires/floods. They also will 
collect other stories throughout the 
community. These stories will be 
compiled into a book, and an exhibit 
commemorating the resiliency of the 
communities. On top of that, the 
county is commissioning local artists 
from each division to create one of a 
kind works about what their commu-
nity went through. These pictures 
will be brought together as part of a 
traveling display. 

Most of this project is already in 
progress. The County is currently 
collecting the short stories about the 
fires/floods, which will also be 
included in the book and exhibit. If 
you have a story or photos about 
resiliency from that time, you can 
send them to the County to be 
reviewed for the project. Just email 
them to:

The deadline for submission is the 
end of this year. The project will be 
completed sometime in 2025.

School Bus Safety Week across Alberta is an opportunity for everyone who rides a 
school bus, or knows someone who rides a school bus, to join forces in highlighting the 
importance of school bus safety. This year's theme is Bus Rule - Be Clever, Dress for 
the Weather.

The GYPSD reminds everyone that as we received our first snowfalls, it is a perfect 
reminder to be extra cautious around flashing yellow lights as buses navigate the 
conditions so everyone gets to school and back home safely!

Bus Stop Safety Tips for Drivers

- Be prepared to stop when a slowing school bus has its lights flashing.
- Stop at least 20 feet away from a stopped school bus that has its lights flashing.
- Avoid distracted driving (cell phone use, eating, grooming, etc.) especially during the 

times when school buses are making stops for student pick-ups and drop-offs.
- Watch and be alert for children waiting at their bus stops – especially since it can be 

dark during pick-up and drop-off.
- Look for clues-such as safety patrols, crossing guards, bicycles, and playgrounds that 

indicate children might be in the area.
- Watch for children between parked cars and other objects.
- Follow the speed limits and slow down in or near school and residential areas.
- Parents driving children to the bus stop, please do not release children into 

streets/traffic and have them run to the bus.

Safety Tips When Getting On the Bus

Remind your child to:
- Alway dress for unexpected weather or delays.
- Wait at the bus stop in a safe place and take three giant steps away from the curb.
- Wait until the bus comes to a complete stop. Do not go in front of the bus where the 

driver can not see you.
- Wait until the bus driver opens door and gives the okay to board.

100 Women Who Care members in good 
standing may nominate a local organization

completing the nomination form at least one 
week prior to the next meeting. If an 
organization's name is drawn at the meeting, 
the nominating member will give a short five-
minute 'pitch' to the membership. 

This is followed by a five-minute Q & A. 
If an organization is nominated or presents 

at a meeting, but is not chosen, it can be 
nominated again at a future meeting. The 
organization selected to receive a donation at 
a meeting, is not eligible for reconsideration 
for twelve months.

Fertilizer cap won’t curb 
climate change but will cripple 
Canadian agriculture

The fall harvest is in the storehouse, and it’s time 
to put away all proposals to cap fertilizer use in the 
name of saving the planet.

The Saskatoon-based Global Institute for Food 
Security (GIFS) conducted a comprehensive 
analysis of carbon emissions across Saskatchewan, 
Western Canada, Canada, and among international 
peers. Its study examined emissions from 
transportation, seed production, fertilizer and 
manure use, crop inputs, field activities, energy 
consumption, and post-harvest processes.

The studies, published last year, had very 
reassuring results. Canadian crop production was 
less carbon intensive than other places, and Western 
Canada was a little better yet. This proved true crop 
by crop.

In other words, Canadian farmers are focused on 
ensuring food security, not causing the droughts, 
fires, or storms that critics unfairly blame on them.

Carbon emissions per tonne of canola production 
were more than twice as high in France and 
Germany as in Canada. Australia was slightly less 
carbon intensive than Canada but still trailed 
Western Canada.

For non-durum wheat, Canada blew Australia, 
France, Germany, and the U.S. away with roughly 
half the carbon intensity of those countries. The 
U.S. had twice the carbon intensity for durum wheat 
as Canada, and Italy almost five times as much.

Canada performed exceptionally well in lentil 
production. Australian producers had 5.5 times the 
carbon emissions per tonne compared to Canada, 
while U.S. producers had eight times as much. In 
some parts of Canada, lentil production even acted 
as a net carbon sink, absorbing more carbon than it 
emitted.

Canadian field peas produce one-tenth of the 
carbon emissions per tonne as found in Germany 
and one-sixth that of France or the United States.

Misguided fertilizer cap threatens Canada’s carbon-smart farmers
According to GIFS, Canada excels in agriculture 

through practices such as “regenerative agriculture, 
including minimal soil disturbance, robust crop 
rotation, covering the land, integrating livestock and 
the effective management of crop inputs.”

The adoption of zero-till farming is especially 
important. Zero-till farming is an agricultural 
practice where the soil is left undisturbed by 
avoiding plowing or tilling, which helps retain 
nutrients, moisture, and greenhouse gases in the 
soil.

Western Canada has been especially keen to 
adopt the zero-till approach, unlike the United 
States, where only 30 percent of cropland is 
zero-till.

The adoption of optimal methods has already 
reduced Canadian carbon emissions substantially. 
Despite this progress, some net zero advocates 
are pushing to reduce carbon emissions from 
fertilizer use by 30 percent, similar to cuts being 
proposed in other sectors.

This target is unfair to Canadian agriculture, as 
the industry has already made significant 
progress in reducing emissions. Nitrates are 
essential for crop growth, so farmers are already 
highly motivated to keep them in the soil rather 
than losing them to the atmosphere, regardless of 
concerns about global warming. Fewer nitrates 
would lead to lower yields and decreased protein 
content in crops.

Farmers are already motivated by their 
personal and economic interests to use fertilizer 
as efficiently as possible. While universal 
adoption of optimal techniques might reduce 
emissions slightly, Canada is so far ahead in this 
game that a hard cap on fertilizer emissions 
could only be detrimental.

In 2021, Fertilizer Canada commissioned a 
study by MNP to estimate the costs of a 20 
percent drop in fertilizer use to achieve a 30 
percent reduction in emissions. The study 
suggested that by 2030, bushels of production 
per acre would drop significantly for canola 
(23.6), corn (67.9), and spring wheat (36.1). By 
2030, the annual value of lost production for

Annually, Yellowhead County Council holds an 
organizational meeting to determine the Deputy 
Mayor for the term, appoint Council members and 
members-at-large to boards, and schedule meeting 
dates for the following year. 

At their October 22 Organizational Meeting, 
Council first voted to elect Councillor Brigitte 
Lemieux as Deputy Mayor for the term of 
November 1, 2024 to October 29, 2025. The 
Deputy Mayor acts as Mayor in the event that the 
Mayor is absent or unable to perform his mayoral 
duties. 

Lemieux, who was also the Deputy Mayor for the 
past one-year term, noted that it was a “pleasure to 
accept the nomination.”

In planning their next year of meetings, Council 
opted to remain with their same schedule of regular 
Council meetings held twice a month on the second 
and fourth Tuesdays, and a Governance & Priorities 
Committee meeting held once a month on the third 
Tuesday. All meetings start at 9:30 AM at the 
Yellowhead County Administration Building in 
Edson.

The agreed upon schedule of meetings also 
included variances for Christmas, RMA in March, a 
lighter summer schedule, and a cancellation of all 
regular and GPC meetings in October 2025 due to 
the upcoming election. 

Regular Council meeting dates are as follows: 
2024 – November 12, November 26, December 10. 
2025 – January 14, January 28, February 11, 
February 25, March 11, March 25, April 8, April 
22, May 13, May 27, June 24, July 22, August 26, 
September 9, September 23.

GPC meeting dates are as follows: 2024 – 
November 19, December 17. 2025 – January 21, 
February 18, April 15, May 20, June 17, July 15, 
August 19, September 16.

The County's next Organizational Meeting will be 
held on October 29, 2025, after the election has 
concluded.

When it came time to consider Council 
appointments to boards, Council opted to “stay 
status quo for the remainder of the year.” “At this 
point in time we don't have any other boards to 
appoint Council to, so if anything does come up in 
the future we can deal with it at that time,” Mayor 
Wade Williams noted.

Finally, Council was asked to appoint Members-
at-Large to County boards/committees that have 
vacancies due to resignation or current terms 

ending by December 31 of the current year. 
Members-at-Large are typically appointed for a 

three (3) year term unless provided otherwise in 
the Committee Terms of Reference, Bylaw or 
Legislation.  

Council had the following vacancies or expiring 
terms requiring members-at-large appointments:

- Agricultural Services Appeal Board - requires 
4 Members-at-Large, 1 year term January 1 - 
December 31, 2025.

- Agricultural Services Board (ASB) - requires 3 
Members-at-Large. 

- Family and Community Support Services 
(FCSS) - requires 6 Members-at-Large (including 
1 Parkland County Resident).

- Heritage Board - requires 4 Members-at-Large.
- Library Board - requires 1 Member-at-Large. 
- Recreation Board - requires 7 Members-at-

Large. 
- Subdivision and Development Appeal Board 

(SDAB) - requires 1 Member-at-Large, for a 1-
year partial Term, ending October 31, 2025, due 
to a resignation.

Following Closed Session discussion regarding 
the applicants, under the requirements of the 
Freedom of Information and Privacy Act, Council 
voted to appoint the following Members-at-Large:
